HOW TO REGISTER (2 options)

1. Complete the enclosed paperwork and mail/turn in along with cash or check.  Grades 1-6 is a PER FAMILY flat fee; however, still include each student’s enrollment information. Grades 7-10 is a PER CHILD tuition fee.
OR
2. Opt to register online AND pay by credit/debit card.  Start at our STBRONS.COM home page (click on the Faith Formation Online Registration icon) or go to: https://stbrons.weshareonline.org/FaithFormationOnlineRegistration202122
Using Online WeShare:  When entering your registration online on WeShare, you are purchasing ‘tickets’ for Faith Formation Online Registration.  Each ‘ticket’ or program fee selected will calculate your payment due.  Then, enter your payment information to pay with credit/debit card.

· Grades 1-6 (Enter ONLY “1”). This will be for one family and offer up to 4 children to be enrolled under the family.
· Grades 7-10 (Enter # of students). A ‘ticket’ will be opened for each child # selected.
Important!  As a St. Bronislava family receiving this letter, we are expecting your family to register your children for our Faith & Family Formation programs.  Please complete registration before August 1, 2023 in order for us to plan for space, volunteers, and resources.

Grades 1-6  FAMILY FAITH FORMATION    …. “Simple, but essential”
Family Formation is a positive and powerful faith formation program for your whole family. The Family Formation program includes two components: the Family (parents and children) in-person sessions and the Home Lesson packets. 

I. Family in-person sessions are held mostly on the first Wednesday of the month, beginning in October. Families gather together as a large group in the church to begin each session. Students will break into groups to experience a classroom lesson with a catechist. Parents remain in the church for a presentation on catechesis, encouragement, and equipping. 
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The Family Formation program needs VOLUNTEERS to teach and to assist the breakout groups of children as they gather for in-person class 1x month.  Want to know more?  Contact jody@stbrons.com

A monthly Home Lesson packet is given to the parents at the in-person session. This is not a virtual or e-learning program. More about the Home Lessons:

· An orientation meeting for new parents/families will be held on Wednesday, September 13th. (see below *)
· The children and yourselves experience personal discussions, learning, and hands-on activities, ONE lesson for the whole family each week.
· Depending on the age of child(ren), is how much time is spent and how much content or activity is covered; spend around 1 hour per week.
· Remember, you don’t have to be an expert to teach your children.
