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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Trempe...   
  

The Feast of the Epiphany…   “Some Magi from the East arrived in Bethlehem searching for the newborn king. 
When they saw the child with his mother Mary, they knelt down and worshipped him. They brought out their gifts of gold, 
frankincense, and myrrh, and presented them to him.” Matthew 2:11   
 
Early Christians considered the gifts of the Magi to be highly symbolic. Gold is the "king of metals" and is, therefore,      
symbolic of Jesus' kingship. Frankincense is used in worship and is, therefore, symbolic of Jesus as the high priest.  Lastly, 
myrrh is used in burials and is symbolic of Jesus' humanity and the fact that he would ultimately suffer a terrible death on 
the cross.  Jesus is both completely human (like us in all things except sin) and completely divine (He is God). 
 
The Solemnity of the Epiphany occurs on January 6 (or its closest Sunday), which commemorates the “manifestation” of 
God through Christ to the whole world symbolized by the three Magi from the East (Mt 2:1-12). The image of the three wise 
men from the East kneeling before the Christ child (notice they knelt down), offering their gifts, has been an inspiring symbol 
of worship for countless generations.  It offers the structure for prayers of adoration and song… ‘We three kings of Orient 
are ...’  The story, itself, has always fascinated people because it links Jesus to the wider world of the Orient and to the 
mysteries of the heavens.  It reminds us that we too must bring our gifts to Christ and kneel before Him and worship Him. 
 
As we celebrate the Solemnity of the Epiphany, we are reminded that, as the Magi did, we too must kneel down and      
worship Jesus. Jesus came as a baby 2000 years ago and He promises to come at every Mass in the Holy Eucharist.  This 
brings us to the question of when do we kneel (genuflect) or bow at Mass.  I have been approached by several folks asking 
me when they should genuflect, give a full body bow (at the waist) or make a head bow.  I understand that there is some 
confusion, since there was a time at St. Bron’s when the tabernacle was not in the sanctuary and a body bow was the 
norm.  I take this opportunity to answer questions that folks may have.  In addition, there will be a liturgical ministers train-
ing at the end of the month, where these questions will also be addressed.  So here we go…Because Christ is present in 
the Eucharist and the Eucharist is kept in the tabernacle, the tabernacle always receives precedence (except during the 
celebration of Mass-once Mass has begun).  Therefore, anytime a person stops at or crosses directly in front of the         
tabernacle, whether during Mass or not, one should genuflect to Christ in the tabernacle.  When a person is entering and 
leaving the church, he/she should genuflect to the tabernacle as Christ is in the tabernacle, this includes the priest and     
liturgical ministers when we enter and leave the sanctuary at the beginning and end of Mass.  Anyone taking part in the 
procession (such as the readers) should also join in by genuflecting.  During Mass one genuflects to Christ in the             
tabernacle when crossing in front of the tabernacle.  The only time one should bow to the Altar is after the Opening Prayer 
and before the Closing Prayer during Mass when crossing in front of the Altar.  The reason is that during Mass we focus on 
Christ becoming present on the altar.  At all other times, there is not this focus.  Another question I get asked is what        
happens if a person cannot genuflect.  I offer this advice from my personal experience.  I cannot go “all the way down” 
since my accident, but I can go part of the way down.  So that is what I do.   
 

Baptism of the Lord…   Next week we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord.  As we remember Jesus’ 
baptism, we recall when we became children of God and members of His Church.  From our baptism each of us has been 
called by name to serve God and build His Kingdom.  When I was in the holy land I had the chance to go the Jordan River 
where Jesus was baptized by John.  I brought some water back from the Jordan River and you will have the chance to 
bless yourself with this water after Mass next weekend.  
 
In addition, the Bishops have designated the week following the Baptism of the Lord as National Vocation Awareness 
Week.  It challenges us to reflect on God’s call in our lives.  Young people often say that one of the major reasons they do 
not consider the priesthood or religious life is that no one ever invited them to do so.  Do you know of any young people 
who may have a calling to the priesthood or religious life? Do you have these qualities?  Pray for them and actively invite 
them to consider serving the Church as a priest, sister, brother or deacon. 
 

Welcome Rich Zietlow…   Rich Zietlow is one of two men from our parish studying to be a permanent deacon.  
God willing Rich (and Vern Linzmeier) will be ordained deacons in October.  Since St. Bron’s now has two priests, it is not 
necessary to have someone in a full-time position in pastoral ministries.  Since St. Stan’s was in need of a full time pastoral 
minister, Dwaine Habrat now ministers at St. Stan’s.  St. Stan’s is blessed to have Dwaine as their new Pastoral Minister.  
Rich has been hired by St. Bron’s on a half-time basis as our Director of Liturgy and Pastoral Ministries.  He started         
the third week in December.  We are very blessed to have Rich on board.  If you know someone who is in the nursing 
home or is homebound, please contact Rich for he oversees the coordination of the hospital, nursing home and          
homebound schedules.  He will also oversee the Liturgical schedules.  Please make a point to welcome Rich on board.

Q.  I learned recently that many of our customs and     
traditions are rooted in pagan rites and holidays. Doesn't 
that diminish their significance? 
 

A.  As much as some people might think that Christianity 
is unique, or that faith somehow dropped from heaven,        
it really can't be separated from culture, history and civiliza-
tion. One influences the other as well as contributes to it. 
How much richer is faith because of art and architecture? 
How much richer are they because of faith? So the origin of 
things is not necessarily a reflection on something's worth 
or value. The value of customs and traditions have more to 
do with how we understand them than where they came 
from. 
 

Some holidays and traditions were already practiced by 
converts to the faith and they added or changed the            
significance and meaning of the feasts and customs they 
knew. It shows how faith influences culture and changes 
history. Perhaps it is a good metaphor for us. Faith changes 
us, makes our history-and our future-different. When faith 
becomes our primary value, it also becomes the measure of 
our society. Customs and traditions take on a different 
meaning, and we repeat what those who have gone before 
us have done: we bring Christ and his Gospel to our world.
