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The Paper Pulpit... Reflections from Fr. Trempe...

We return to Ordinary time this week. Our colors have changed from the purple of Advent to the White of
Christmas to the Green of Ordinary Time. Yet, Ordinary Time is anything but ordinary. We gather each week
to not only listen to the Words of Jesus but to receive His Body and Blood in Holy Eucharist. Our Lord has
given us the greatest gift...His Body and Blood. Let's make sure to receive His Body and Blood sacredly each
week as we gather for the Sacred Liturgy.

Scripture ... This week we read the Wedding Feast at Cana John 2:1-12. There are some interesting
facts of which we should be aware. In Palestine a wedding was a really notable occasion. The wedding
festivities lasted far more than one day. The wedding ceremony itself took place late in the evening, after a
feast. After the  ceremony, the young couple was escorted to their new home. By that time, it was dark
and they were led through the village streets by the light of flaming torches and with a canopy over their
heads. They were taken by as long a route as possible, so that as many people as possible would have the
opportunity to wish them well. (Reminds us a bit of the current custom of driving between the church and
reception hall with horns blaring.) But a newly married couple did not go away for their honeymoon; they
stayed at home; and for a week they kept open house. They wore crowns and dressed in their bridal robes.
They were treated like a king and queen, were actually addressed as king and queen, and their word was law.
In a life where there was much poverty and constant hard work, this week of festivity and joy was one of the
supreme occasions of one's life.

It was at a wedding that our Lord chose his first miracle, that of turning water into wine. And what about the
significance of the wine? In the Bible, wine, because of all that it symbolizes, is considered to be one of God's
most precious gifts. The psalmist says it "gladdens men's hearts" and is elsewhere referred to as a blessing
from heaven. It eases the curse that lies over the earth and the labor that goes with tilling the soil. The rabbis
used to say that without wine, there is no joy. In fact, in Webster's dictionary, one of the definitions of wine is
"something which invigorates or cheers, like wine." For a Jewish feast, wine was essential. So, for the wine to
run out at a wedding would have been a terrible humiliation for the bride and groom. Therefore, once Mary had
brought this problem to our Lord's attention, he felt compassion on the couple and saved them from this
embarrassment.

During my sabbatical | had the opportunity to visit and celebrate Mass at Cana where the wedding feast took
place. | did bring back wine from Cana. You will have the opportunity to consume some of the wine that |
brought back. | did not bring back much, two little bottles, so you may not get more than a drop, but that is all
we need. It can be a reminder that we are saved through the blood of Christ, even a drop.

So we have the opportunity this weekend to try some wine from Cana. But that wine is physical. Jesus
chooses to make it spiritual and a miracle. We do this every time we celebrate Mass when our Lord said,
“Take this, all of you, and drink from it: this is the cup of my blood, the blood of the new and everlasting
covenant, it will be shed for you and for all so that sins may be forgiven. Do this in memory of me.” Simple
wine becomes the blood of our Lord. Today's gospel story about a miracle at a wedding celebration can help
lead us to a renewed life in Christ. We can better learn how to share the unlimited gifts God offers us. We can
better learn how to celebrate the joys of human community and the union we can have with God, one that will
sustain us through our journeys of faith.

Second Week in Ordinary Time...

Q. Are some sacraments more important than others?

A. At times, yes. Perhaps instead of thinking of impor-
tance in terms of ranking one as first or greatest, it might be
easier to think of them in terms of significance. As we grow
in age and in faith, sacraments take on a different meaning
and significance for us. Obviously, baptism is important be-
cause it is the first one we receive and officially begins our
journey of faith. The Eucharist is important because it is the
body and blood of Christ and nourishes our faith. And the
vocational sacraments of marriage and holy orders have
their place, too.

But sacraments are dynamic realities that bring God's grace
to us at various moments of our life. So not only are they a
kind of reminder that God is always present with us, but
sacraments also are the way God's presence comes to us,
since grace is a share in God's life. When we are spiritually
in need, it is the grace we receive and the particular sacra-
ment that is of greatest significance to us. If | am no longer
able to receive the Eucharist, perhaps the most important
sacrament would be the anointing of the sick. If | am grow-
ing in age and wisdom, baptism might not be as significant
as the sacrament of penance. All of the sacraments have
their place in our lives and the life of the church, serving to

give us a share in God's sanctifying life and love.
