I would like to focus on Christian love. If we were to look back over what our Lord has taught us about love during Holy 
Week and this Easter season, we would see that love should have at least two qualities: sacrifice and forgiveness.  
 
First, Jesus sacrificed his own life out of love for us.  He gave himself completely, even death.  Hopefully, we have all 
known mothers who have sacrificed selflessly for their children.  When a mother puts her child ahead of her own wants and 
needs she is offering self-sacrifice for her child.  The second thing that Jesus taught us about love during Holy Week is    
forgiveness. His first recorded words from the cross were: "Father, forgive them for they know not what they do."       
He wasn't referring only to the few men around the cross who physically nailed him to it, but to all of us whose sins put him 
up there. How often do children hurt their mothers through harsh words and actions?  How often do we not do what our

church.  The Church asks us to fast for one hour before receiving our Lord in Holy Communion.  Chewing gum violates the 
fast before receiving Holy Communion.  Practically, it prevents teaching our children bad habits and it prevents gum from 
being stuck under the pew.  I mentioned this last weekend during my homily for First Holy Communion.  A true story from 
last Sunday.  One fellow came up for Communion still chewing his gum.  I asked him what he was planning to do with his 
gum.  He told me he swallowed it.  That was the shortest fast I ever experienced.  We receive Jesus in Holy Communion�²
