Scripture…  No sooner had he said this than he was lifted up before their eyes in a cloud which took him from their 
sight. They were still gazing up into the heavens when two men dressed in white stood beside them. "Men of Galilee," 
they said, "why are you standing there looking at the sky? This Jesus who has been taken up from you into heaven 
will return in the same way as you have seen him going into heaven."  Acts 1: 1-11  
 

The Ascension of our Lord occurs forty days after his resurrection.  Formerly, a Holy day of Obligation commemorating 
Christ's return to heaven under his own power forty days after his resurrection.  The Bishops in the State of Wisconsin have 
joined with other bishops throughout the country who have transferred the Ascension to the following Sunday (the seventh 
Sunday of Easter).   
 

Why did Jesus leave his beloved Apostles forty days after his resurrection? Forty is a significant number in the scriptures. 
Moses went to the mountain to seek the face of God for forty days in prayer and fasting. The people of Israel were in the 
wilderness for forty years in preparation for their entry into the promised land. Elijah fasted for forty days as he journeyed in 
the wilderness to the mountain of God. For forty days after his resurrection Jesus appeared numerous times to his disciples 
to assure them that he had risen indeed and to prepare them for the task of carrying on the work which he began during his 
earthly ministry.

disciples, it marked the beginning of Jesus' presence with them in a new way. Jesus promised that he would be with them 
always to the end of time. Now as the glorified and risen Lord and Savior, ascended to the right hand of the Father in 
heaven, Jesus promised to give them the power of his Holy Spirit, which we see fulfilled ten days later on the Feast of   
Pentecost (Luke 24:49 and Acts 2:1-4). When the Lord Jesus departed physically from the Apostles, they were not left 
alone or powerless.  Jesus assured them of his presence and the power of the Holy Spirit.

his glorious resurrection and to proclaim the good news of salvation to all the world. No one did this more that Paul the 
Apostle.  Their task is to proclaim the good news of salvation to all the world. God's love and gift of salvation is for the 
whole world �± for all who will accept it.  The gospel is the power of God, the power to forgive sins, to heal, to deliver from 
evil and oppression, and to restore life.  
 

This is the great commission which the risen Christ gives to the whole Church. All believers have been given a share in this 
task �± to be heralds of the good news and ambassadors for Jesus Christ. We have not been left alone in this task, for the 
risen Lord works in and through us by the power of his Holy Spirit through the Church.  Today we witness a new Pentecost 
as the Lord pours out his Holy Spirit upon his people to renew and strengthen the Body of Christ and to equip it for effective 
ministry and mission world-wide.  One way to do this is to study St. Paul who wrote much of the bible and what we know 
about the early Church.
