Thank You…  
We want to thank Aaron Smith, from A & E Construction, 
one of our parishioners, for constructing and donating the 
magnificent table upon which the new votive candle stand is 
placed.  Thank you, Aaron, for your wonderful donation! 
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Today is Pentecost Sunday  and the Church’s celebration of the giving of the Holy Spirit. Without the Holy Spirit 
there wouldn’t be a Catholic Church. For it is the work of the Holy Spirit to bring people to faith in Jesus Christ. Last      
weekend Bishop Morlino from the Diocese of Madison confirmed almost seventy of our youth. In the waters of baptism they 
were brought to faith and given the gift of the Holy Spirit. Water is a symbol for life. Where there is no water there can be no 
life. Human beings can live longer without food than they can live without water. Water meets our physical/earthly needs 
and quenches our physical thirst. But there is another kind of thirst that Jesus speaks about in our gospel lesson: it is a 
spiritual thirst. Jesus says that this thirst can be quenched only in him. It’s important that our confirmands and all of us be 
reminded that "Only Jesus Can Quench Our Spiritual Thirst." 
 
Jesus says that he can and will satisfy our spiritual thirst.  Everybody likes to have money and things. And people often 
think that money and things will give them happiness and meaning in life. But sooner or later they discover that money and 
things cannot give happiness and meaning to life. Deep down inside people start to realize that something is missing in 
their lives. They can’t explain it. But it’s like a hole in their heart. St. Augustine said that human beings have a hole in their 
hearts that only can be filled by God. We want our confirmands to know that everybody has that hole in the heart….that 
something that is missing. And we want them to know how blessed they have been to be raised in Christian homes where 
they could learn about Jesus Christ.  But while most people know that something is not right and that they have a thirst that 
needs to be quenched….they don’t know how to quench it. They don’t know what it is that they need. And so people still try 
to quench their thirst for meaning and purpose with all the things that this world has to offer: money, things, being popular, 
power, pleasure, alcohol, drugs, sex and on and on. They use all these things of the world to fill the hole in their heart. And 
in the short run, all these things might seem to be the answer. They might appear to quench that thirst. But in the end, 
sooner or later, they learn the hard way that such things cannot give ultimate meaning to life; the hole in the heart has not 
been filled. Their thirst is not quenched. Certain realities remain: guilt, anxiety, shame, disappointment and death. We want 
our confirmands to know that nothing of this world can fill the hole in the human heart or can quench our thirst. 
 

On this Pentecost Sunday we also remind our confirmands as well as ourselves that we have been able to drink of 
Jesus only because of the Holy Spirit. It is the Spirit who gives life as we see in our Old Testament lesson where God says: 
"I will put my Spirit in you and you will live." The dead, dry bones in Ezekiel could not live on their own. They were dead. 
God had to give them life. Likewise, in Ezekiel’s day Israel was dead: spiritually dead. But God would give them new life by 
his Spirit. Our confirmands understand that their faith in Jesus has been given to them as a gift from God. A dehydrated 
person dying in the desert doesn’t brag about making a decision to receive the water given by their rescuer. Instead of 
bragging about drinking the water that was given them they say a grateful and joyous "thank you" to the person who 
quenched their thirst and saved their life. And so it is with the spiritual waters given to us in Jesus Christ. We take no credit 
for drinking the waters of Jesus, but only say a grateful and joyous "thank you" to him who has quenched our thirst and 
saved our lives.  
 
Finally, Jesus says that as we drink from him we can bring the waters of life to other people. The Holy Spirit was given on 
Pentecost to motivate and empower us to bring the waters of Jesus to others. That’s what we see in our second reading as 
the Apostles brought the message of Jesus Christ to others. They were able to do this because of the Holy Spirit. Before 
the giving of the Spirit on Pentecost the Apostles were timid, fearful men hiding in an upper room. But with the coming of 
the Spirit they become bold witnesses to Jesus Christ who alone can quench the spiritual thirst of people. In them the 
words of Jesus were fulfilled: "whoever believes in me…streams of living water will flow from within them." Our confirmands 
and we have received the same Spirit in our baptism. For the Spirit not only brings us to faith in Jesus, but the Spirit also 
lives within us. So, on this Pentecost Sunday we remind our ourselves that only Jesus Christ can quench our spiritual thirst 
and that through faith in him the Holy Spirit makes us streams of living water flowing to other people. Amen.
