�6�F�U�L�S�W�X�U�H�« Jesus said, �³�7�K�L�V���L�V���P�\���E�R�G�\�����W�K�L�V���L�V���P�\���E�O�R�R�G���´�� Our Lord gives us his Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity in the 
Holy Eucharist.  The Church sets aside the Sunday after Trinity to remember the importance of the Eucharist in our lives.     
I want to address a serious concern: how can we grow in reverence for the Eucharist? The Eucharist is the �³�V�R�X�U�F�H���D�Q�G��
�V�X�P�P�L�W���R�I���&�K�U�L�V�W�L�D�Q���O�L�I�H���´ When respect for the Eucharist diminishes, the other sacraments also decline. After all, baptism 
and confirmation find their fulfillment in the Eucharist. Penance and Anointing of the Sick exist in order to restore a person 
to the Eucharistic table. Marriage is a sign of the wedding banquet of the Lamb. And of course priesthood takes its meaning 
from the Eucharist. The drop in vocations can be tied directly to a decreased reverence for the Blessed Sacrament.  
 
Some people have the idea that devotion to the Eucharist is something we can now brush aside. Nothing could be further 
from the truth. This weekend we listen to the St. Paul‘s Letter to the Corinthians – the communion cup is a �³�S�D�U�W�L�F�L�S�D�W�L�R�Q���L�Q��

later, St. Ignatius was defending this teaching which he had received from the apostles. He warned faithful Christians about 
those who �³�G�R���Q�R�W���F�R�Q�I�H�V�V���W�K�D�W���W�K�H���(�X�F�K�D�U�L�V�W���L�V���W�K�H���I�O�H�V�K���R�I���R�X�U���6�D�Y�L�R�U�����-�H�V�X�V���&�K�U�L�V�W���´ Those people, he said, �³�G�H�Q�\���W�K�H���J�L�I�W��
�R�I���*�R�G���´��and �³�D�U�H���S�H�U�L�V�K�L�Q�J���L�Q���W�K�H�L�U���G�L�V�S�X�W�H�V�´ (Letter to the Smyrnaeans 6:2–7:1).  
 
Jesus told us "Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink his Blood, you will have no life in you" (John 6).  We 
must take the words of our Savior seriously—�³�L�I���Z�H���H�D�W���+�L�V���%�R�G�\���D�Q�G���G�U�L�Q�N���+�L�V���%�O�R�R�G���Z�H���D�U�H���Z�R�U�W�K�\���R�I���K�H�D�Y�H�Q�´ and �³�X�Q�O�H�V�V��
�Z�H���U�H�F�H�L�Y�H���+�L�V���%�R�G�\���D�Q�G���'�U�L�Q�N���+�L�V���%�O�R�R�G���Z�H���D�U�H���Q�R�W���Z�R�U�W�K�\���R�I���H�W�H�U�Q�D�O���O�L�I�H���´����This has serious implications.  Some people 
have stopped coming to Mass or may be going to a non-Catholic Church.  People offer a variety of reasons for doing so.  
They might say the singing might not be that great, the homilies might be long or boring, or say I do not get anything out of 
the Mass, or I blame the priest, or blame the pope, or I do not find Jesus or… or… or...  The truth is that every time you 
come to Mass you receive Jesus‘ Body and Blood.  Jesus promised whoever receives His Body and Drinks His Blood is 
worthy of eternal life.  I invite you to open your bibles and read John‘s gospel especially chapter 6.  I‘m sure we can find a 
non-Catholic Church that has better preaching, better singing and a feel-good atmosphere, but if we don‘t receive our Lord 
as He promised, is it really worth it?   
 
I offer a few reminders.  First, please receive Jesus reverently at communion.  This is not something to be rushed.  As      
St. Cyril tells his people in the 4th century—―in approaching, do not come up with your wrists apart or your fingers spread, 
but make your left hand a throne for your right, since you are about to receive a king.   After hallowed (receiving) the Body 
of Christ, saying over it Amen; then, cautiously sanctifying your eyes touch the Holy Body, being careful you don‘t loose 
any of it. If someone was to give you grains of gold, would you not hold on to each grain carefully? Be much more careful in 
keeping watch over the Body of Christ than gold and gems, so that no particle may escape you.‖ Second, please remember 
to make a profound (from the body) bow before receiving our Lord in Communion (both His Body and His Blood) and to 
make the sign of the cross after you have received Him.  The best posture is actually a genuflection; but on a practical 
level, people would fall over each other.  When receiving Communion is the only acceptable time to bow to the Blessed 
Sacrament, a genuflection is appropriate as you enter and leave the church and anytime crossing in front of the tabernacle.  
Third, Eucharistic Adoration is offered each Thursday from 9:00 AM to Friday morning at 8:00 AM. Can you come and 
spend one hour with Jesus in adoration?  Fourth, follow the fasting law of no food or beverage for one hour before           
receiving Jesus.  I would suggest washing your hands before leaving your home and making sure that children (and adults) 
are not chewing gum or eating any candy (yes, these do violate the fast) would be a good way of beginning your fast. 
 
I would like to address a couple of other questions people ask me.  First, I have been asked if it is OK to bow to Jesus‘ 
presence in the tabernacle?  The answer is no.  A partial genuflection is better than a wrong gesture.  Personally I have a 
replaced knee and shattered leg problems yet I always genuflect.  I remember when I was a child watching little old ladies 
coming in and make a partial genuflection.  That has had an impact on me to this day.  Second, I have been asked is it OK 
to bow to the Altar? The answer is only during Mass.  During Mass, the Altar takes precedence over the Blessed            
Sacrament.  Third, when should we sit before/after Communion? The answer is that one should remain kneeling until they 
are ready to stand in line for Communion.  After Communion, one would kneel until the tabernacle door is closed. 
 
Let me conclude with an analogy I used during our First Communion Mass.  If your doctor told you to take a pill once a 
week and if you didn‘t you would die, what would you do?  Would you skip it if you were on vacation?  Would you skip it if 
you needed to attend your child‘s basketball tournament?  Would you skip it just because it did not taste good?  What 
would keep you away from taking your pill?  Nothing, right!!!  What would keep a person away from receiving the pill 
(Jesus) that will give you eternal life?  If you or someone you know has not been receiving Jesus, let today be the first day 
for the rest of your life.
