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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Trempe...   

  

There is a lot to "unpack" in today's gospel! But one "theme" comes through very strongly, and that is "commitment": we all 

need to follow through and persevere in our commitment to Jesus.  

 

Gospel… Luke 9:57:62 As they were proceeding on their journey someone said to him, "I will follow you wherever 

you go." 

58 

Jesus answered him, "Foxes have dens and birds of the sky have nests, but the Son of Man has            

nowhere to rest his head." 

59

 And to another he said, "Follow me." But he replied, "(Lord,) let me go first and bury my 

father." 

60

 But he answered him, "Let the dead bury their dead. But you, go and proclaim the kingdom of God." 

61

 

And another said, "I will follow you, Lord, but first let me say farewell to my family at home." 

62

 (To him) Jesus said, 

"No one who sets a hand to the plow and looks to what was left behind is fit for the kingdom of God." 

 

Perhaps I should first clarify one point in the gospel, which always seems to distract people. Jesus seems to come off as a 

very insensitive person when he doesn't even want one of the men to take time to bury his father. At least that is what it 

sounds like to our 20th century ears. But if we put on a set of 1st century ears, a different meaning occurs. It was very     

customary for the oldest son to remain at home and manage the property of an aging father, and when the time came to 

see to the burial of his parents. So in effect the man was saying, "Jesus, give me a few more years, and then I will be able 

to follow you." And Jesus responds with the challenge, "Follow me right now! The building of the kingdom of God is an       

urgent matter that can't wait for you to bury your parents".  

 

Let me give an analogy… Golfers are often advised to keep their heads down when they swing. If in the process of        

swinging, you start looking around at other things besides the ball, you're practically guaranteed to hit the ball in the wrong 

direction. There are a lot of things we can give our attention to in life, and lots of those things are very good things.           

But if we want to follow Jesus, then we need to concentrate on him above all else.

I encourage anyone who is able to attend daily Mass to please do so.  What a better way to begin the day than with our 

Lord in Holy Communion.

Are you missing Mass this summer?  A gentle reminder… It may be summer and you may be on      

vacation, but don’t take a vacation from God—He doesn’t take a vacation from you. Parish expenses do not disappear in 

the summer either.
