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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Trempe...   

  

Scripture…� In our Gospel when Jesus sent out the 72 disciples their first words were to be, ‘Peace to this house’. 

Every time we meet God we should be more at peace.  When Jesus sent out the 72 disciples he prepared them that not 

everyone would accept their message of peace. He told them if they were not welcomed to wipe the dust of the town off 

their feet when leaving. We have a choice, to accept or reject Jesus’ offer of peace, Jesus’ offer of life and his love. 

 

It seems some have decided against Jesus when one would hear them saying that going to Mass on Sunday is not what 

is important, that what is important is treating others with kindness and in a Christian manner.  Treating others in a       

Christian manner is important.  Yet, I feel so sad for any person who really believes that; how could such a person have 

really met Jesus? If they had met Jesus, surely Sunday Mass would not be a burden but a joy and a blessing. Being a 

Christian means that we are followers of Christ, and not just do-gooders. There is a big difference between being a          

do-gooder and being a Christian. A Christian is a do-gooder who has a close friendship with Jesus, and that close friend-

ship with Jesus flows through to others. Where do we meet Jesus above all? In the Mass where the bread becomes his 

body and the wine becomes his blood.  Jesus tells us “I am the living bread come down from heaven and whoever eats 

this bread will live forever” and is worthy of eternal life.  Our Lord does give us his body and blood, the invitation is there, 

how sad that many decline our Lord’s offer.  If you have not been attending Mass weekly, now is a great time to start.        

If you know someone who is not attending Mass and receiving our Lord in Holy Communion, why not invite them? 

 

Having such a close friendship with Jesus that drives us to Mass every Sunday can bring us peace. We are not just     

bodies, we are body and soul and we will never be fully happy unless we are also in relationship with God. St. Augustine 

said, ‘You have made us for yourself O Lord, and our hearts are restless until they rest in You’. Those who say that 

Sunday Mass is not important, that what is important is doing good, are missing out on the soul of life. Jesus is not a     

burden to anyone, he is a blessing, and those who say that what matters is doing good, would do far more good if they 

could take the love of Jesus in the Eucharist to others also.  

 

Thought of being a Priest?...�� Our parish is blessed to have Fr. Tim Oudenhoven recently ordained a priest 

from our parish.  His brother Dan, God willing, is about two years away from ordination.  God willing Rich Zietlow and Vern 

Linzmeier will be ordained deacons on October 16th (get this date on your calendar; they would love to have you join 

them at the cathedral for their ordination).  We are blessed to have young priests such as Fr. Greg Bohren join us as       

associates.  We are also blessed to have a seminarian, Matt Marshal join us for the summer.  My point is, that God is 

working in our parish.  Many men are being called to the priesthood.  Are you?
