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Let me begin with a parable.  A mother was listening to her son say his prayers one evening before bedtime. "Thank you, 

Lord, for mom and dad, for my puppy Rover.  I love you Jesus and please, please make Plover the capital of Wisconsin." 

The surprised mother interrupted him and asked "Why did you pray for Plover to be the capital of Wisconsin?" He said, 

"Because that's the answer I put on my test!"  So much for “God’s will”. 

 

���������� Ever since the disciples said, "Lord, teach us to pray," Christians have been concerned with the life of 

prayer. Certainly any attempt to understand the Christian life has to concern itself with prayer--what does it mean to pray? 

How do I know if I am really praying? Why should I pray? When? How often? Does God answer prayer?  Yet it always 

seems to me that our concern over prayer should focus, not on how to pray but about being a person of prayer. It is about 

putting aside our apprehensions about whether we are "doing it right" and focus on “doing it.”   

 

The gospel recalls Jesus’ regular practice of prayer. It was a vital part of his life. It should be a vital part of our lives.       

From getting up in the morning to going to bed at night is an opportunity to pray. Are there occasions in our life that are 

times for prayer? Instead of cursing at a driver who cuts us off can we offer up a prayer for someone in need? When we are 

waiting in line can it be an occasion to thank God for the blessings of life? As we prepare a meal, as we go through the 

tasks of life, are we attentive to God’s loving care of us? Then prayer becomes not merely a method to be learned, but a 

way of living.  Prayer is the process through which we find God. It is the way in which we come to know God. Prayer is at 

the heart of life itself. Through prayer we reach beyond ourselves. We come to know God not just as a concept or a        

philosophical idea. We come into relationship with God. We come to know God with the same sense of intimacy with which 

Jesus spoke to God. "When you pray," he said to the disciples, "say ‘Our Father'." When we hear Jesus calling God 

‘Father’ in that loving way it speaks to us of an intimate and personal relationship.  

 

Our seeking of God in prayer gives us an awareness of God's presence and opens us up to the working of God's grace in 

our lives. Human nature being what it is, we knock most often when times are difficult.  Yet we know that being a Christian 

does not mean an end to suffering. Our world is fraught with times of difficulty. We live in an age of violence and distrust. 

Through prayer we gain the strength and will to face all of life's trials. We experience the presence of God in our daily lives.  

Want to be spiritually strong?  Then pray.  For seven days without prayer makes one weak… “Spiritually Weak”.

������������������How did you prepare for Mass today?  Did you prepare at all?  Some of you remember the 

day that you could not eat or drink anything after midnight.  In those days you really knew that you were preparing for 

something special.   

 

When the rule changed to an hour, it seems liked it was all lost.  Just a reminder that we receive our Lord Jesus in Holy 

Eucharist.  One way to prepare to receive our Lord is through fasting.  The Church asks one not to eat or drink anything for 

at least one hour before receiving Holy Communion.   

 

I would suggest fasting an hour before Mass so that you really know you are preparing for something special. This includes 

gum and coffee.  As a family, please check with each as you leave home that no food, gum or liquids are with you.  Another 

good way to help your family prepare is to wash your hands as a family before leaving for Mass.   

 

We receive God's most special gift at each every Mass.  How have you prepared?
