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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Augustine…  
 
Today October 18th, we celebrate “World Mission Sunday”.  It was on the day of our baptism that each one of 
us became a missionary to share our faith with those around us and to be part of the Church's mission to the 
world.  In a world where so much divides us, World Mission Sunday rejoices in our unity as missionaries and it 
provides an opportunity to support the missions in the world.  We can look back over the last one hundred 
years when there were missions in the U.S.  The European missionaries proclaimed the Gospel and served 
the poor on our shores, all motivated by the command of Jesus to go and make disciples of all nations.        
Today, let us remember our call to be a missionary and let us share in this joy of missionary spirit in offering 
our own prayers for the mission and extending our own financial/material goods for this cause, while we live 
with our own dear and near ones. 
 
One day after church a woman went up to my friend who had just preached and said, 'Father, do you want to 
make God laugh?'  My friend smiled and said, 'Sure, tell me how'.  She smiled and said, 'tell God your plans.'  
I think most of us have our plans now and then about how we want the future to be.  Today we overhear 
James and John's plans to be at the side of left and right of Jesus, and the other disciples are angered at their 
plan.

Institution of Acolyte…  
On October 10, 2009, Rich Zietlow, Vern Linzmeier and Dwaine Habrat received the institution of Acolyte at a special Mass 
celebrated by Bishop Listecki.  The ministry of acolyte, alongside that of instituted lector, is an instituted ministry of the 
Church. These ministries replaced the former minor orders (porter, lector, exorcist and acolyte) and the order of     
subdeacon.  Pope Paul VI abolished the minor orders and the order of subdeacon in 1973 and replaced them with the two 
ministries of lector and acolyte.  All seminarians and candidates for the permanent diaconate receive these ministries before 
ordination to the diaconate, usually during the period of theological studies.  An acolyte serves at the altar, distributes Holy 
Communion and purifies the sacred vessels and may participate in Eucharistic Adoration as needed.  Please pray for them 
as they continue their journey towards Holy Orders.

The Holy Rosary…  
Q. Are there variations on praying the rosary besides the 
traditional prayer pattern? 
 

A. October is traditionally known as the month of the      
rosary, with the feast of Our Lady of the Rosary celebrated 
on October 7. The rosary traces it origin to those who 
wanted to imitate the monks' daily psalm prayers but could 
not memorize the psalms. They began using familiar 
prayers instead. Soon three sets of five mysteries based on 
Jesus (replacing the 150 psalms), each having an Our      
Father, ten Hail Marys and a Glory Be attached to each 
mystery, set the rosary pattern. 
 

On November 21, 1973, the United States Conference of 
Catholic Bishops commented on the rosary in their pastoral 
letter on Mary, Behold Your Mother: Woman of Faith. They 
reminded Catholics that the rosary's importance stemmed 
not from reciting prayers but from time spent reflecting on 
the mysteries. 
 

Rosary prayer times can have "an instructive use of        
readings from Old Testament as well as New...," along with 
hymns and "time periods of silent prayer." Some have      
developed mysteries for various occasions such as a rosary 
for the sick. Pope John Paul II, on October 16, 2002,       
introduced a new set of five mysteries known as the         
luminous mysteries based on significant events in the public 
ministry of Jesus.    ©2009 Liturgical Publications Inc, New Berlin, WI 53151 Keep in touch...
