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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Augustine...   
  
A great English actress told an interviewer about a time when she was in Washington, D.C. performing in a 
play.  She had not had the time to see the city, but on her last day there she had a few hours so she went 
down to the National Gallery, where there was a Picasso exhibit.  She only had about forty-five minutes, and 
decided that instead of rushing through the exhibit she would spend the time on just one painting.  She noted, 
"After about forty minutes, I began to see it."   
 

Mark's Gospel often reminds us how difficult it was for people to see who Jesus really was.  For different     
people saw him differently as a miracle worker, healer, carpenter's son, one of the prophets; for the religious 
leaders he was a troublemaker; for his apostles he was a messiah; and for each of us?
 

Bartimaeus saw Jesus in faith before he saw him with his eyes.  Perhaps in your spiritual journey you, too, 
have felt like Bartimaeus, the blind man in today's Gospel.  We all have moments in our lives when we want to 
cry out to the Lord: "Jesus, Son of David, have pity on me." This is a natural inclination on the part of all of us, 
for we are all sinners.  When everything goes wrong against our efforts and abilities, we can only look upon to 
the Creator. 
 

Even though the people tried to control the blind man not to cry out, he cried out even louder, "Jesus, son of 
David, have pity on me”.  That shows the persistence in prayer.  When Jesus asked him what he wants him to 
do, he said, “I want to see”.  Persistence can lead us to ask God for the right thing in our lives.
 

Our God is of all goodness, ever loving and never refutes anyone who seeks Him.  When we approach God 
with faith, our requests are granted.  Such a response from God, however, can shake our world and change 
our lives.  So today you can be asked a question, Is there a 'way' you are being asked to walk with Jesus? and 
how much of your life is lived seeing through the eyes of faith?

Enthusiasm for the Faith…  
30 th Week in Ordinary Time…   
Q. How do the readings from Sunday's liturgy link to the 
celebration of Priesthood Sunday? 
 

A. This Sunday we celebrate Priesthood Sunday, an     
opportunity to thank God for the service and ministry of 
many great and wonderful priests who help us deepen our 
relationship to God and others. The Lectionary readings for 
this Sunday offer significant insights into the ministry of 
priesthood. The first reading from Isaiah speaks of God's 
servant who willingly suffers so that others might be brought 
closer to their God. Jesus modeled this servant ministry and 
calls all to that same ministry. Priests take on this ministry 
as a lifetime commitment. 
 

The second reading from Hebrews calls all ministers,         
especially priests, to be people who, like Jesus, can          
sympathize with the weakness of others. Such priests know 
how to connect with people. This connection enables 
priests to offer guidance and deepen the connection to God 
and others. 
 

In the Gospel reading from Mark, Jesus emphasizes that 
anyone willing to follow him must be ready and willing to 
suffer for the sake of others. Priesthood involves a lifelong 
willingness to imitate Jesus. Priests are willing to pay the 
price. Today, take time to thank priests who give of         
themselves completely for the sake of others.
