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The Paper Pulpit… Reflections from Fr. Augustine...   
  
Some sections in the Bible are called "apocalyptic literature,' that is, writings that reveal or disclose truths       
not apparent to others living at the time.  The book of Daniel and the thirteenth chapter of Mark's Gospel were 
written at a time of persecution and contain a message that is meant to encourage people to hold onto their 
faith: God will not abandon us. 
 
Today's readings also come from a time when "what happens next" was very much on people's minds. The 
book of Daniel with its vision of the archangel Michael, guardian of the Jewish people, arising and awakening 
those who sleep in the dust was written to comfort and give hope to a people suffering under a cruel king who 
persecuted and killed Jewish believers.   
 
Several years ago, the biblical scholar Luke T. Johnson wrote that over the last half-century Catholics have lost 
their clear sense of how things will come to an end.  We recite the Creed weekly at Sunday Mass, professing 
that "he will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead," and that "we look for the resurrection of the 
dead, and the life of the world to come," yet if many Catholics were asked how they are preparing for the "four 
last things" (death, judgment, heaven, and hell),  they would look at you quite blankly. 
 
Mark in chapter 13, while giving hope to the early church persecuted by the Roman emperor Nero, speaks also 
beyond the situation of how to be prepared.  Followers of Jesus are to watch, like the doorkeeper looking for 
the master's return no matter what hour of the day or night (13:33-36).  To stress how all Christians are to live 
in such attentive expectation of God's transformation, Jesus concludes, "what I say to you I say to all: 
Watch" (13:37).  One watches by being there for others in need.  This is shown when shortly Jesus will say to 
Peter, James, and John in Gethsemane, "My soul is very sorrowful, even to death; remain here and 
watch" (14:34). 
 
Let us pray that we will remain watchful, living in hope, no matter how dark it sometimes appears to be.       
Sometimes in life, however, no matter how good and faithful we are to God's commandments and to               
the church, at times the misfortunes continue to follow us.  The readings today tell us that God would never 
abandon those who place their hope in Him.  Maybe God has a plan for every one of us.  The promise of God 
to be with us all our days; the assurance of Christ to be with us until the end of time; the gift of the Holy Spirit as 
the ongoing presence of God in our midst; guiding and praying with us and for us, bring assurance that we are 
not abandoned . . .  is the simple truth at the end.
