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The Paper Pulpit... Reflections from Fr. Augustine...

Today we celebrate the last Sunday of the liturgical year and finally recognize Christ our King and Messiah; hence, we celebrate this
day as the Solemnity of Christ the King. He has overpowered and won victory over everything; even death. By accepting his kingship in
our hearts and minds, we tend to share in his own victory.

Political power meets spiritual power in the conversation between Jesus and Pilate. "Are you the King of the Jews?" (John 18;33).
Jesus, however, speaks not about himself as a king but about a kingdom that ‘does not belong to this world." This kingdom may not be
of this world but it is in this world. God's kingdom is present in Jesus as one who comes to bear witness to the truth. And what is this
truth? That "God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have
eternal life" (John 3:16).

Jesus is the Word become flesh who made his dwelling among us, so that we might see his glory, “the glory of the Father's only son,/full
of grace and truth" (John 1:14). The hour of glory was the hour of the cross, the hour not of political power, but God's power shining
through human weakness, bringing light into the darkness, revealing self-sacrificing love so that we might have life.

Political power tends to be an upward climb into dominance and authority that must be protected at all costs. It frequently leads to
isolation because clinging to power has its own end. Spiritual power is having the strength to trust God and surrender so that God can
reign, not by conquest or political alliances, but through human weakness and surrender to God.

We pray that we might be part of God's people who continue to proclaim Jesus as the One to whom we give our allegiance, and that we
show this in the world by working to bring about God's kingdom where mercy and justice, peace and love rule.

Enthusiasm for the Faith...

Week of Feast of Christ the King...

Q. What is theology and who are called to be
theologians?

A. Today we celebrate the feast of Christ the King, the
last Sunday in ordinary time, and the end of this liturgical
year. Next Sunday begins a new liturgical year with the First
Sunday of Advent. Many themes surface during these
Sundays, but the end times and the Lord's return dominate
both the end and the beginning of every liturgical year.

Reflecting on the meaning and purpose of our lives in light
of Christ's second coming has been the perennial task
of the followers of Jesus since Jesus' resurrection and
ascension to his Father. Theology helps clarify some of the
mystery of the end times, offering a way to think about this
central belief and its impact on our faith lives.

Theology is best understood as "faith seeking understand-
ing." We usually associate theology with scholars who have
advanced degrees. While this is partly true, it does an
injustice to theology. While we will never exhaust the
mystery that is our faith, we are all called to the task of
making sense of our faith. In doing so we are all called to
be theologians. Our baptismal commitment plunges us into
a relationship to God through Jesus and the Spirit that
continually challenges us to broaden and deepen our

understanding of ourselves and our God.
