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The Paper Pulpit... Reflections from Fr. Trempe...

This Sunday we light the third candle of the Advent Wreath. Its rose color signifies rejoicing. For that reason today is called
Gaudete Sunday. It means, “Rejoice!” In St. John’s Gospel Jesus said, “I have told you this so that my own joy may be

in you and your joy be complete.”  15:11 Jesus was joyful and wanted his disciples to share his joy. If Jesus was joyful
he certainly wants us to be happy and joyful. St. Paul wrote “I want you to be happy, always happy in the Lord;

| repeat, what | want is your happiness.”  (Phil 4:4) Notice where he says you will find happiness, “in the Lord .”

We too will find our happiness by living the Christian life. In our Gospel, three times people asked John the Baptist what
must they do and each time he told them to give up something or not to be greedy. The journey of conversion is a journey
from being possessive/greedy to becoming unselfish. Quite often, when | talk to people who are not happy, it is because
they (or those around them) have stopped focussing on our Lord Jesus or have simply become greedy or unselfish. Jesus
wants us to focus on him and our brothers and sisters in need. He wants us to make someone’s dream come true. That is
what John the Baptist asked his hearers to make, and we are challenged to make this Advent so that we will indeed have
something to celebrate at Christmas.

We need to ask ourselves at least these four questions:

First, Am | keeping focused on Jesus? Remember St. Paul says we find happiness “in the Lord.” Second, do those | love
focus on Jesus? Third, do those | hang around with focus on Jesus? Fourth, am | generous with others? If not, what do
we need to do? | would suggest first of all making sure we are spending time in prayer. Something as simple as praying
with the little blue books we have available free. Spending just a few minutes a day with them in prayer would add up to
several hours of prayer before Christmas. Second, are we celebrating the sacraments (did you make it to confession? Do
you plan to go to confession? St. Brons’ Communal Reconciliation Service is this Tuesday at 7:00 pm)? Third, do we have
a generous heart? How much have we given to charity this week? Did you give even a penny? If we went to a local store
where the Salvation Army bell ringer was, did we avoid them or generously give? If we do we can make someone’s dream
come true.

I'm guessing that if you are not praying as much as you should or are not celebrating the sacraments or acting like a
Scrooge, you may not be ready to “rejoice” this coming Christmas. On the other hand, there is still plenty of time. If we are
not praying, say a prayer now. Yes, how before you go on. Go ahead...Our Father, Hail Mary, Glory be, eternal rest.....get
out that little blue book now before reading on. If we have not gone to confession, go this week (there are still a couple of
communal penance services in the area). If not, call a priest and make an appointment to see him. If we have not given to
a charity or to someone in need, do it now. Don't think too much about it. You may make someone’s dream come true. |If
we have been focused too much on ourselves, look to others. You may make someone’s dream come true. It's not about
how much we have, but rather what we do with what we have. Every one of us can make someone’s dream come true.

Help for Retired Religious
Sisters, Brothers and Priests

Has there been a religious sister, brother or priest who has
made a difference in your life? As you have moved on with
your life and they have moved on to retirement, have you
ever wondered who took care of them as they got
older? Up until very recently, Religious were not entitled to
Social Security or Medicare benefits, and their wages
minimal or non-existent. Even now, Religious Orders are
responsible for meeting the retirement needs of their older
members.

With rising costs and fewer young members working and
contributing to the community, most Orders have a huge
gap in meeting retirement needs, and their retirement
accounts are radically under-funded. The U.S. Bishops
have established a special fund to assist retired religious,
and it has proven to be the most popular second collection
(special envelope) in the country.

You received an envelope in your Decem-
ber packets for this purpose. If you
misplaced it, you may use a plain envelope
and write Religious Retirement Fund on it;
you may mail it to the parish or drop it in
the collection basket anytime this month.
