Welcome Home... To our college students who return home for the Christmas holidays. We hope you have
a relaxing and enjoyable vacation with your family and friends.

SCI‘IthI’e. . Today we celebrate the fourth and final Sunday in Advent. The readings come from St. Luke 1:39-45.
After the Angel Gabriel appeared to the Virgin Mary, she conceived our Lord Jesus through the power of the Holy Spirit.
Mary then visited her cousin Elizabeth who was pregnant with John who later was known as John the Baptist. When Mary
appeared, the infant leaped in her womb. Elizabeth goes on to say “Blessed are you among women, and blessed is
the fruit of your womb.” We pray this in each “Hail Mary” we recite. In fact, did you know, the entire first part of the
Hail Mary prayer is taken directly from St. Luke’s gospel? Open your bibles now to St. Luke’s gospel and read it and pray
overit. Itis a great place to pray to help prepare you for Christmas.

Are you ready’? Over the past four weeks we have been “preparing” for Christmas. Are you ready to meet Christ
in a new, deep, personal, intimate, life-changing way this Christmas season?

Q. Every week in our bulletin | see a Mass on Sunday for the people of the parish. | just recently noticed it in another
church as well.

A. The pastor of a parish is charged with the well-being of the community. There are many aspects of this task, including
the physical, spiritual and social concerns of maintaining and building a community of faith. Each week,
by church law, the pastor offers Mass on Sunday for the people of the parish. It is a tangible and
practical way that the pastor prays for those entrusted to his care. No one requests it, nor is it offered
only when there is an open intention. In fact, the pastor may not accept a stipend for it. The spiritual
needs of the people are the primary concern of the pastor. His prayer for them is the first way he cares
for them. You may also see Mass intentions for those listed in a memorial, or deceased members of the parish, or past
members of a group or organization. These too are ways the pastor remembers the needs of all the members of his parish,
asking the Lord to bless and protect them, bringing us all to eternal life. ©2009 Liturgical Publications, Inc.

Twelve Days of Christmas...

People often think of the Twelve Days of Christmas as the
days preceding the 25". Actually Christmas is a season of
the Christian Year that lasts for days beginning December
25 and lasting until January 6", the Day of Epiphany, when
the church celebrates the revelation of Christ as the light of
the world and recalls the journey of the Magi. From 1558
until 1829 people in England were not allowed to practice
their faith openly. During this era someone wrote “The
Twelve Days of Christmas” as a kind of secret catechism
that could be sung in public without risk of persecution.
Each element in the carol is a code word for a religious
reality.

The partridge in a pear tree is Jesus Christ.

The two turtledoves are the Old and New Testaments.

Three French hens stand for faith, hope and love.

The four calling birds  are the four Gospels:

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John

6. The six geese a-laying stand for the six days of crea-

tion.

7. Seven swans a-swimming
