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The Paper Pulpit... Reflections from Fr. Trempe...

On behalf of the parish staff, | take this opportunity to welcome you as we celebrate the birth of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
We welcome St. Bron’s parishioners, for those who attend weekly and less than weekly. For those who are visiting for the first time
and those who visit us from time to time--welcome. For those spending time with families, we pray the time you spend with your
family may be blessed. We welcome our college students back home with your families. May the Lord grant you rest and good
times with families and friends. We also welcome those who may be joining us from another parish. We welcome those who may
be joining us for the first time. We invite you to worship Jesus with us again. For those who may not be practicing their faith or
have been attending a non-Catholic Church, we invite you back. We also welcome those who may not be Catholic. All are welcome
here at St. Bron’s and we hope you join us again and again.

Hopefully, over the past four weeks of Advent, we have been preparing and reforming our lives for this day through prayer, fasting,
going to confession, watching what we see, say and do and deepening our relationship with Jesus. Hopefully, we spent time read-
ing the little blue books, reading the scriptures and spending time in prayer. Even a few additional minutes a day in prayer adds up
quickly. Hopefully for those of us who have much, share with those who have less. This is, after all, what Advent is all about. If it
has been about running around buying presents, partying and hustle and bustle, we feel exhausted. Then we may have missed a
golden opportunity to be closer to Jesus and to receive His love, peace and joy.

By definition, God is love. And since Jesus is God, today we celebrate love being born. Like most of you, | was born in a hospital.
Our lives began in a sterile environment. As newborns we were safe and warm. We had doctors and nurses to bring us into the
world. | can’t imagine bringing a child into such primitive conditions as a stable, and a manger could hardly compete with an infant
bed in a hospital nursery. Perhaps God chose a stable to remind us that God can work anywhere. This non-traditional delivery
illustrates the fact that the love of God can be born even in the most primitive of circumstances. The story of Jesus’ birth also
illustrates that God’s love can be born to unlikely people in a remote corner of the world. This is not a fairy tale. The birth of Jesus
took place in a historical setting. But what really matters is this; when love is born, the world changes for the good and wo nderful
things happen which we cannot explain. There are at least three things that can happen when love is born.

First, love is born when we give. Love is not earned, nor is love something you can buy. Love is a gift. When people give, love is
born. Let me share a story about a twelve-year-old boy and his father who were doing some last-minute Christmas shopping. They
were caught up in the bustling crowd and moving quickly when, suddenly, the boy flinched. An old beggar had touched his arm,
hoping the boy would give him some money. The father saw what happened and took the boy aside to explain that he should have

a more compassionate attitude. His son didn't agree. He saw the old man as nothing more than a dirty bum, but the father saw
him as a human being. Pressing a large bill into his son's hand, the boy was encouraged to give it to the beggar in the spirit of
Christmas. The boy obeyed his father and when the old beggar received the generous sum, he seemed to stand taller. Suddenly
his face took on character and his eyes twinkled. The boy was startled at the dramatic change. The old man bowed to the boy and
thanked him--and in the spirit of Christmas he added, "May God bless you." The boy learned a lesson that would stay with him the
rest of his life. That day he realized that dignity rests in the soul of every human being, regardless of the outward appearance.
When people are generous, giving sacrificially, love is born.

Second, love is also born when people work together for the common good--pool their resources and focus on some goal
or need. For example, this Advent, through the generous gift of our parishioners, many families in the area will have a blessed
Christmas. Some of which include:

St. Bron’s provides food (full meals plus extra food) for 53 families for Christmas. We’'ve seen hundreds of donated bags of
non-perishable foods coming in this entire month, and it truly warms the heart that we have so many wonderful and giving
families at St. Bron’s who recognize the need in our community and have opened their pantries to those less fortunate than we
may be.

Several individual families asked if they could provide for food, toys and other needs for families.

Our parish staff, rather than exchanging gifts, purchased gift cards for families in need.

Many, many other families donated cash to be used to purchase gift cards for a total of $1800 worth of food and gas gift cards
being purchased from the “Giving Tree” to be distributed with the Christmas food baskets.

The Girl Scouts from the parish made and sold home-made Christmas cards. All the proceeds went to families in need.

Many of our 5" grade school children made bracelets and sold them to help raise money for education for children in Africa.
The Young Apostles (St. Bron’s Youth Group) have been working with the children in our Catholic Schools, collecting coats
and mittens to be distributed to those in need.

Many of the parish youth in our Catholic Schools and Religious Education program rang bells for the Salvation Army, helped
with the Christmas baskets and worked on special projects at the Boys & Girls Club and at St. Vincent's de Paul Thrift Store.
What a wonderful sight to behold... our youth giving and sharing their time and talents with our community at this very special
season of the year. We are so proud of you all!!!

The Knights of Columbus raised over $1200 at a recent Chili Feed event, which proceeds were sent to Sr. Carla Harrison

(from Wisconsin Rapids) with the Daughters of Our Lady of the Pieta  mission in Peru. This is another mission we support,
in addition to Casa Hogar, which is a diocesan-sponsored mission in Peru.
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Our Parish Council of Catholic Women, held a Christmas bake sale with the proceeds going to the Christmas Food Baskets
and the Missions in Haiti.

A loose change collection was taken up the third weekend in Advent.
Some chose to give money ($1,877.00) for the Works of Charity Account. This account helps assist families who are
in need with specific requests (e.g., paying rent or utilities, shoes for children, etc.).
Others choose to give money ($2,730.00) so gift cards could be purchased and distributed to families in need.

Nearly $6,000 was collected over the last fiscal year for grants awarded to many non-profit organizations in May by our
Justice & Peace Committee.

As a parish, we have provided for the needs of many people in our community. We thank all those who contributed to those
in need through the parish or in many ways that | could not even begin to list in this bulletin. When we pool our resources,
love is born.

Third, love is also born when we forgive. Anytime there is forgiveness, love is born. Forgiveness heals and unites. Forgiveness
opens the door to newness and togetherness. Many experienced God'’s love and forgiveness in the Sacrament of Confession. (If
you missed this opportunity, it is never too late. Confessions are held on Saturday in most parishes or simply call the priest to
make an appointment. He will welcome you with open arms.) Many have experienced God'’s love and forgiveness through others.
For example, | am so often told of a story of forgiveness in a broken relationship. Most experience the love of God that moment.
Tears and love often flow, a broken heart is often mended--a broken relationship is often healed----Love is born. Do you know
someone who needs forgiveness? Do you need to forgive someone? This would be the perfect chance for love to be born.

This is the Christmas message. It's all about the love of God. When there is giving... When there are people working together....
When there is forgiveness... LOVE IS BORN.

Your generosity and kindness is very much
appreciated. On behalf of the parish staff, | wish you a most joyous and blessed Christmas. May the blessings and peace of
our Savior Jesus Christ be with you as we celebrate His birth and always. Please remember that Christ’s birth is what we are
celebrating and make sure to keep Him at the center of all you say and do this season. Please continue to pray for our staff and
know that you are in our prayers as well.
